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fifty years ago needs to be preached today in the power of the Holy Ghost.  The message of sociology that we hear preached today is rotten and sick to the core. I believe the Lord is about to raise up some old fashioned Holy Ghost anointed preachers here in this end time hour to point out the flaws, mistakes, and sins of those who are in so called leadership.  The pulpit is not a place for the cowardly or fearful but a place to wield the sword of the Lord without fear or trepidation.  The pulpit is a place for the anointed who have heard from God and who are willing to say “Thus saith the Lord”.  What we need are real men of God who are bold, courageous and full of the power of the Holy Ghost.  Paul said in Roman 1:16, “For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power of God unto salvation to everyone that believeth”.  The word of God will have to be preached if men are to come to the saving grace and knowledge of Christ.  You may say I am foolish, but that my friend is the gospel truth.  Paul said is 1st Corinthians 1:18, “For the preaching of the cross is to them that perish foolishness: but unto us which are saved it is the power of God”. Many bible scholars believe that the Laodicean church speaks of the last church right  before the coming of Christ. We read in Revelation 3:17-18, “Because thou sayest, I am rich, and increased with goods, and have need of nothing; and knowest not that thou are wretched, and miserable, and poor, and blind, and naked: I counsel thee to buy of me gold tried in the fire, that thou mayest 





be rich; and white raiment, that thou mayest be clothed, and that the shame of thy nakedness do not appear; and anoint thine eyes with eye-salve, that thou mayest see”.  I find it profusely amazing how we see ourselves and how  the Lord of Glory sees us. The church today is proud, arrogant, stiff-necked, and self righteous.  The prosperity message is nothing more than a mendacity and a false message from Satan himself.  The prosperity message has all but killed and destroyed the move and power of the Holy Ghost in our churches.  The blind watchmen preach as though there is a lottery to be won.  There is no lottery to be won but rather a robe and a crown of righteousness.  Never before in the history of the church has the church been more powerless and anemic than it is right now.  Speaking prophetically at this moment I want you to know that we are at a cross roads at this present time.  Judgment is about to pass through out the land as in the days when Israel made their Exodus and only those who are washed in the blood of the Lamb and sealed by the Holy Spirit of God will survive what the wind of God is about to bring to America in the coming days. The true message of God at this time is repentance and not prosperity.  Will you my friend follow the blind watchmen for gain, or will you follow the true watchmen who are preaching a cross to bear and denying yourself?  I want to remind you of the words of Jesus in Luke 9:62, “No man, having put his hand to the plough and looking back, is fit for the Kingdom of God”.  There is nothing sinful about riches for Abraham, Job, and other great men of God were wealthy, but their wealth was not in their possessions but in their relationship with Jehovah.  Reading about when Stephen was being stoned by those bigoted self righteous Pharisees, I rejoice in that as he was dying he said, ‘I see Jesus standing at the right hand of the throne of God’.  What a vision that must have been just prior to being in the very presence of God.  It just dawned on me that he was 





already in the presence of the Lord during that vision.  He fulfilled Paul's writing in 2nd Corinthians 3:18, “We are changed into the same image from glory to glory, even as by the Spirit of the Lord”.  He went from the glorious presence of the Lord while here on earth into the glorious presence of the Lord in heaven.  That was truly a glorious trip only because he was conformed to the image of Jesus our Lord.  He lived the life of Christ while here and so must we.  The end of all things is certainly at hand so get your wedding garment prepared for there is soon to be a wedding and you will want to be there.
